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The IFCCD welcomes the implementation plan for
the recommendations adopted on Article 16 of the
Convention. It encourages the Committee to pursue
their implementation.

In addition, the IFCCD congratulates the Parties that
have already made concrete commitments
regarding preferential treatment, and encourages
others to follow their lead. These collective efforts
are essential to fostering more balanced and diverse
cultural exchanges between countries of the North
and the South.

The recommendations are fully aligned with the
priorities expressed in the joint declaration of
Francophonie Ministers of Culture adopted last May
in Québec City. These priorities highlight the
importance of strengthening North-South and
South-South cooperation, supporting the fair online
distribution of Francophone cultural works, and
advancing coordinated positions in international
forums—particularly at UNESCO—to promote
cultural diversity in the digital environment.

The IFCCD also wishes to highlight the essential
synergies between preferential treatment and digital
issues. In a context where platforms increasingly
determine the discoverability, visibility, and
circulation of works, it is imperative to adapt
preferential treatment measures to the realities of
the digital age.

Noting that in several States, cultural matters are
increasingly shared among several ministries—
sometimes to the detriment of full recognition of the
dual economic and cultural nature of culture—we
call for a coordinated, cross-sectoral approach
involving all relevant ministries, as well as cultural
institutions, technology companies, and of course,
civil society, which remains a key actor in the
implementation of the Convention.
